As well as the speaking wordbook, there are around 40 interesting photos from
Romania, including some historic pictures of Romanian Roma from many years ago.

There are also 20 Romanian Romani songs in the Manele style. This is what people
are listening to in Romania right now! Sung by Roma artists such as Nicolae Guta,
Sorina and Florin Salam. Music is also available as MP3 files to download to iPod etc.!
